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The Department of Zoology, School of Life Sciences, Sikkim Alpine University, successfully 

organized a Model-Making Activity for the students of M.Sc. II Semester on 16 February 2026 

at the Kumarsai Campus. The activity was conducted as part of continuous academic 

engagement to enhance conceptual clarity, creativity, and practical understanding of core 

biological processes. 

Students prepared innovative working and static models on key topics in Cell and Molecular 

Biology.
